 Tell someone – for example a friend, family 
member, social worker, nurse or advocate 
 
 
 
 

 Fill in the “Report it Form” to say what has 
happened 
 
 
 

 A Reporting Centre can help you to fill in the 
“Report it Form” e.g local housing centre 
 
 
 

 If you want the police to talk to you, you must put 
your name and address on the Form 
 
 
 
 
 

 If you don’t want the police to talk to you, you can 
leave your name and address off the form. This will 
still help the police as they can find out what is 
happening in your area.
